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Abstract

Evaluation of cassava pest such as Red spider mite, Whitefly and Mealybug in the
field (Hybrid series 2550-2554) at 122 varieties and 516 varieties in germplasm field. In Hybrid
series 2550-2554 found that percentage of infestation of Red spider mite at 1-25% had 106
varieties, at 26-50% had 16 varieties. Percentage of infestation of Whitefly found that no
infestation had 6 varieties, 1-25% had 116 varieties. Percentage of infestation of Mealybug
found that 122 varieties at 1-25%. In total, there were 13 varieties that had percentage less
than the check varieties. In germplasm field found that percentage of infestation of Red
spider mite at 1-25% had 515 varieties, at 26-50% had 1 variety. Percentage of infestation of
Whitefly found that no infestation had 370 varieties, 1-25% had 146 varieties. Percentage of
infestation of Mealybug found that 516 varieties at 1-25%. In total, the percentage of three

pest less than check varieties is 76.
